Purpose
Participation in the county fair through the Tri-Valley FFA Chapter is a privilege that requires responsibility, accountability, and adherence to FFA, AET, and Fair Board expectations. This agreement outlines the requirements students must meet to exhibit an FFA project at the county fair. 
Terms Explained
This document contains several terms and abbreviations related to the FFA program. Below are explanations for these terms.
AET- This is the website that the FFA program uses to track student projects, FFA activity, and community service hours. This software is our equivalent to a 4-H project book. Students have accounts they use regularly. 
Login can be found at theaet.com. 
Our chapter number is OH0094
SAE- This acronym stands for “Supervised Agricultural Experience” These experiences or projects can take many forms; however, for fair entries, your student will create a SAE project book for their animal or still project.
Eligibility Requirements
1. AET Project Requirements
- The student must have started an SAE project on AET before fair exhibition approval.
- All project planning must be completed to a satisfactory standard in AET’s Experience Manager.
- The student must meet FFA participation requirements:
  • Attend 50% of FFA Chapter meetings for the current school year OR
  • Attend 10 or more FFA activities/events with proper documentation on AET.

2. Additional Requirements for Animal Projects
- Students exhibiting animal projects must schedule and complete two SAE visits with Mr. Heil prior to the fair.
- These visits must be at least 30 days apart.
- The student is responsible for completing Quality Assurance training, weigh-ins/check-ins, Barn meetings, and all species-specific requirements.
3. Behavior & Conduct Expectations
- Students must follow all fair rules, guidelines, and species regulations.
- Any violation of rules or unbefitting conduct may result in ineligibility to exhibit through Tri-Valley FFA.
4. Still Project Exhibitor Requirements
- Students exhibiting still projects are required to participate in fair booth set-up and tear-down.
- The schedule will be announced on the BAND app once released by Junior Fair.
5. Student Responsibilities
- Meeting all AET documentation and planning expectations.
- Completing required FFA meetings or participation credits.
- Scheduling and completing SAE visits (if applicable).
- Completing QA and species requirements.
- Following all fair rules and conduct standards.
- Completing booth responsibilities for still projects.
Agreement & Signatures
